e (CG opened the meeting and welcomed CCC members.
e GM welcomed CCC members to first meeting on site at MTW following COVID.

2. APOLOGIES

e GM advised apology for Neville Hodkinson (NH) and Antoinette Silk (AS).

3. DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY INTEREST / CONFLICT OF INTEREST

e Standing Declarations: Col advised that he is engaged by MTW to provide the services of Independent
Chairperson.

4. BUSINESS ARISING
Action Items arising from the 23 February 2022 Meeting

Refer to attached CCC presentation for previous actions, and relevant response / update made by MTW. Other
notes of relevance discussed during the meeting in relation to Business Arising are below.

Business Arising Action 1: MTW CCC Meeting to include opportunity for VPA public information to be shared
e GM advised the Singleton Council MTW VPA and associated minutes are publicly available on the
council’s website. Email was sent to CCC members prior to the meeting providing further information.

Business Arising Action 2: MTW share information in relation to the aerial seeding that occurred in late 2021.
e Refer to presentation for details.
e SM asked what air strip was used for the aerial seeding. GM advised that an off-site private airstrip was
used. The old RAAF air strip on MTW land has been used before, but was not used on this occasion.

e HJ enquired if the aerial seeding is part of the site rehab works. GM advised that the aerial seeding is
completed to reduce airborne dust by stabilising inactive areas on site that are not at final landform level.

6. CONFIRMATION OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING'S MINUTES

Confirmed at today's meeting by CG.

7. PROPONENT REPORTS AND OVERVIEW OF ACTIVITIES

MTW Operations
Refer to presentation
e GM advised that MTO ceased coal production in 2021, load and haul waste will continue to be dumped in

the pit from WML. At WML, DL103 has been working in the lower passes of North Pit while DL 101 is
working in the lower passes of West Pit respectively. Normal load and haul operations have continued,
some interruption to planned activity with rainfall March (>300mm), and follow up rain in April. Licenced
Hunter River Salinity Trading Scheme (HRSTS) discharge operations occurred in March-April 2022 with
over 2 GL water discharged from the Dam 9S MTO licenced discharge point.

North Out Of Pit Dam (NOOP)
Refer to presentation
e GM discussed construction of the NOOP dam. Mid February 2022 - the main excavation commenced
using a mining excavator. Blasting activities expected to commence Aug-Sep 2022. GM advised that a
newsletter will be sent out to residence with details on blasting and road closure for the works.

Exploration
Refer to presentation
e All exploration sites for 2022 are on MTW owned land, and within mining and exploration tenements.
e 2022 Exploration program to commence June and process through to October.
e Notification to government agencies provided for up to 28 sites. Drilled sites in 2022 will be less than this.
e |H asked how bores do not impact ground water with possible interaction with fresh water and saline
water. GM advised that explorations bores are grouted when completed. Exploration bores are typically
not located in alluvial water source areas, but rather in the coal seams and sandstones. GM advised the
alluvium is located closer to the Wollombi Brook to the west.

Monitoring
Refer to presentation for data — YTD 2022



JVB presented equipment downtime / Community Response Officer (CRO) noise assessments and
operational changes for nights above noise limits.

GM advised that a new real time noise compass on Wambo has been installed and is operational.

DM enquired about the hand held noise readings that are available on MTW Insite website. GM clarified
that measurements marked as NA where not able to be completed due to other noise sources (e.g. wind,
dogs, road traffic, rain) that does not allow the measurement of the MTW mining noise sources to be
completed.

DM requested specific noise from the previous night to be provided from the Wambo Road Noise
Compass.

Action 1: MTW to provide DM noise data from Wambo Road Noise compass from 10:30-11:30pm
25/05/2022.

SM asked what the time period the CRO hand held measurements are and if they can pick up spikes in
level such as a rock being dropped in the back of a haul truck. GM explained the CRO hand held noise
measurement process and confirmed the measurements completed acoustic consultant for monthly
compliance monitoring will capture the spikes in noise levels.

SM asked why noise measurements are not completed during the morning period, and noted that
temperature inversions may be present in the morning and may create noise amplification. GM advised
that the most suitable time to complete noise measurements is during the night period when conditions
are most suitable to capture the noise level from the site, including temperature inversion conditions
where present. Noise measurements are currently being completed in line with site noise management
plan as approved by the regulator. The regulator has agreed that daytime noise readings are not useful
for monitoring noise impacts, so MTW is not required to monitor in daytime hours in the approved noise
management plan. BB and SM requested for noise measurements to be completed in the morning period.
GM provided further details on how noise levels are attributed to mining noise sources, including
exclusion/filtering out of higher frequencies (e.g. frogs/insects). Some noise sources cannot be filtered
out in this way when they are the same frequency as mining noise (e.g. dogs or road traffic). GM
committed to completing an investigation of completing noise measurements in the morning period.

Action 2: MTW to undertake some noise measurement to investigate noise levels in the morning period 7-
9am.

Rehabilitation / Disturbance 2021
Refer to presentation

GM advised that the disturbance target for 2022 includes disturbance associated with the NOOP Dam
construction in previously rehabilitated areas on Tailings Dam 1 dump area.

Vertebrate Pest Management 2021

Refer to presentation

GM advised several control programs will be completed during 2022 in the Biodiversity areas.

IH advised that he had been very successful operating baiting programs on his property. IH noted that he
has found these programs most successful when they are coordinated across different land holdings. GM
confirmed the same with MTW coordinating with neighboring properties including Local Land Services.



Weed Management 2021
Refer to presentation
e BB asked if MTW is involved with Local Land Care, GM advised that personnel from MTW are involved
with the district weed and pest management forums.
e |H noted he has noticed an increase in exotic grasses (African Lovegrass) on his property and along
roadside, he asked if MTW has noticed similar. GM to follow up with land management personnel.

Action 3: MTW to share information on whether African Lovegrass on MTW managed lands may be
increasing.

Northern and Southern Biodiversity Area (BA) Planting Program 2021

e GM advised the Historic Heritage Management Plan has been sent out to the CHAG for review late last
year ahead of an update to the management plan in 2022.

e SM enquired on the progress of works at the RAAF and Springwood. GM advised above average rainfall
has limited access to the sites. Works are progressing and scheduled to be completed this year.

e SM enquired if the Wollombi Brook Aboriginal Conservation will be classified as protected and who will
look after the land following mining. GM advised that the area will be classified as a conservation area for
what activities can happen on the land. The long term plan is to hand the conservation area over to an
Aboriginal entity that will manage the land. Until the land is handed over to an appropriate entity, MTW
will manage the land.

Business Papers

Business papers were provided to CCC members on the Friday (hardcopies delivered on Monday) prior to the
meeting, including a summary of; Complaints, Incidents, Environmental Monitoring, Rehabilitation, Website
Uploads and Community Investment Update. MTW Monthly Environmental Monitoring Report (MEMR) for
December 2021, January and February 2022 were provided. March MEMR to be provided at a later date.

e Annual Review Report 2021 submitted to DPE and Resources Regulator 31 March 2022.
e Exploration Licences Annual Reports submitted to Resources Regulator EL7712 (24/3/22) and EL8824
(14/3/22).
e Offsets annual compliance reports submitted to DPE and Federal Division of Water and Agriculture on 3
May 2022.

. OTHER AGENDA ITEMS

Mining Lease for MTCL
Refer to presentation
e GM advised Mining Lease 1828 was granted over the Mount Thorley Coal Loader site for ancillary mining
activities, effective from 25/2/2022. The mining lease application (MLA 548) was submitted in November
2017. It is for ancillary mining activities only (e.g. railway, conveyors, coal bins, management of coal at the



coal loader, rehabilitation — no coal extraction within this mining lease). The granting of ML1828 means
the Resource Regulator now regulates that new mining lease, including rehabilitation of that mining
lease.

9. GENERAL BUSINESS

General Business MTW - Lemington Underground Water Storage & WML Workshop Modification
Refer to presentation

GM provided CCC with an update on the Lemington Underground Water Storage & WML Workshop
Modification Update. Modification applications lodged, the application and accompanying documents
were on exhibition from 5-18 October 2021. MTW provided DPIE with a response to submissions
20/12/21 which should be available on the Department of Planning, and Environment’s website.
Further response to a request for information provided to DPIE on 14/2/22.

Modification at the stage of determination, expecting response in the near future.

General Business MTW Communications Tower — Charlton Ridge

Refer to presentation

GM advised that a 50m communications tower will be constructed within approved/historical disturbance
area on Charlton Ridge adjacent existing towers in line with comply development approval. Construction
to commence June 2022.

IH provided an updated on seeking Telstra infrastructure to provide mobile reception to the Bulga
Milbrodale area. Black spot program currently sitting with government awaiting funding determination.
IH advised he is intending to approach new minister for communications.

General Business MTW - Community Support Program (CSP)

Refer to presentation

General Business - CCC Members

SM enquired with CG in recent days about a survey at other CCC's. CG or GM are not aware of what this
is about, and CG has enquired with DPE and is awaiting a response CG indicated he’d follow up with the
chair of the Bulga Coal CCC on this matter.

Action 4: CG to follow up with Bulga Coal chairperson / DPE regarding a CCC survey raised by SM.

BB provided an update on the Baiame cave meeting recently held and upcoming meeting in relation to
the Conservation Management Plan and potential funding with government bodies. BB asked that a
representative of MTW attend. GM advised that he attended the previous meeting and cannot make the
upcoming meeting Monday.

DM gquestioned about the highest dump height at MTW. DB advised that the highest part of the dumps is
RL 190 at WML and RL 150 at MTO.

DM asked for clarification on how the CRO hand held measurements are completed and requested to be
shown how noise measurements are completed. GM advised how noise measurements are completed
and offered to shown Dennis how measurements are completed.

Action 5: MTW to catch up with DM to explain how noise measurements are completed.



DM enquired if MTW will be holding any upcoming community meetings. GM advised that a community
meeting was planned prior to the start of the COVID pandemic, and now that we are emerging from that,
a community meeting for MTW can now be scheduled in 2022.

DM enquired if it was possible for the CCC to complete a site tour of the Goulburn River Biodiversity area
after seeing progressing rehab works. GM advised that this would be possible.

Action 6: MTW to offer CCC opportunity to visit the Goulburn River Biodiversity area.

SM asked for clarification on MTW’s current SSD’s and why one is needed for MTO given coal extraction
has finished. GM advised that there is currently an SSD development consent for both MTO and WML
which will expire in 2037. A development consent is required for MTO as there is coal processing, tailings
deposition, water management, overburden emplacement and rehabilitation activities ongoing. GM
noted that there is a small approved coal pit (Abbey Green North) in MTO which is currently not proposed
to be extracted. GM also advised that despite the development consents expiring in 2037, there is a
condition in the consent which means that the consent will continue to operate, except for coal
extraction, until the site has completed rehabilitation.

SM asked about the Convict Trail Project and suggested the install of a public notice board to display
information. SM asked about possible sign location near Putty and Charlton Road intersection and
enquired about crown land MTW is using. GM advised that the use of the crown land can be explored and
would organize a meeting with CTP to progress the sign.

Action 7: MTW arrange meeting with the Convict Trail Project to progress an opportunity for Convict Trail
information board.

SM enquired about water filters and tank cleaning. GM advised this continues to operate as an amenity
resource noted in the Social Impact the process of apply for amenity resource and cleaning will be
provided in the upcoming newsletter.

SM presented to the CCC a photo he had taken of blast emission over MTW site which SM noted only
contained black coal dust and expressed concerns for air quality.

SM enquired if a site tour of MTW would be possible for the CCC. GM advised an inspection will be
offered to CCC members.

Action 8: MTW to arrange site tour of MTW for CCC members.

IH raised concerns about traffic pulling out of Lydes Lane onto Putty Road. IH suggested replacing the
giveaway sign with a stop sign and additional speed signs in the industrial estate. GM advised that MTW
does not manage the roads in the industrial estate, they are public roads that are managed by Singleton
Council and Transport for NSW.

HJ requested Gary to provide details on the roads IH raised concerns on to provide details to relevant
person at Singleton Council.

Action 9: GM to provide HJ with details of roads and intersections raised in CCC meeting in Lydes Lane and

Mount Thorley industrial estate for suggested review by Local Traffic Committee.

HJ confirmed that the referral of the former Wallaby Scrub Road intersection with Putty Road is still on
the agenda for the Local Traffic Committee.

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4 REHABILITATION PLAN

The rehabilitation planned for 2022 is 35ha which is consistent with the Mining Operations Plan (MOP)
rehabilitation target for 2022. The planned total disturbance is 80.5ha, which includes 38ha of rehabilitation
disturbance mainly associated with construction of the North Out of Pit (NOOP) Dam.

The rehabilitation and disturbance progress to the end of April 2022 are presented in the maps below. There
is currently 28.7ha of rehabilitation area where bulk shaping has been completed and 11.1ha of this area has
been progressed to be ready for seeding. The planned total bulk shaping amount for 2022 is 69.3ha which will
allow bulk shaped areas to be carried over into 2023. The carry-over of bulk shaped areas will provide areas
for early completion of rehabilitation in 2023.
