SCPL provided notice to the Department of the Department of Climate Change, Energy, the
Environment and Water (DDCCEW) on 11 July 2023 to advise that the Stratford Mining
Complex Biodiversity Management Plan (BMP) was approved by the Biodiversity and
Conservation Science division (BCS) within the NSW Department of Planning and
Environment (DPE). A copy of the approved BMP was also provided.

3. Within ten (10) business days of fulfilment (or partial fulfilment if offset areas are
not secured simultaneously) of Condition 36 of Schedule 3 to the Development
Consent (relating to legal security of offset areas), the person taking the action
must provide the Department with documentary evidence of its fulfilment (or
partial fulfilment).

In accordance with Schedule 3, Condition 36 of SSD-4966, SCPL is required to make
suitable arrangements to protect the Biodiversity Offset Area in perpetuity.

Positive Covenants and Restriction on the Use of Land instruments under section 88E(3) of
the NSW Conveyancing Act, 1919, for the Stratford Extension Project Biodiversity Offset
Area have been registered with the NSW Land Registry Services.

SCPL provided notice to DoEE on 15 November 2019 to advise the requirements of
Schedule 3 Condition 36 had been fulfilled. Copies of the registration notices were also

provided.

Project in accordance with Schedule 3, Condition 32 of SSD-4966 and Condition 4
of EPBC 2011/6176.

SCPL provided notice to DoEE on 5 June 2018 to advise that the Stratford Mining
Complex WMP was approved by the DPIE on 25 May 2018. A copy of the approved
WMP was also provided.

The WMP was revised and approved by the DPE on the 18 October 2021. The
changes to the WMP were to incorporate detail regarding the Stratford Waste
Emplacement PAF containment cell.

If it is not possible to address Condition 4a) to d) through a water management plan
approved in accordance with Condition 32 of Schedule 3 to the Development
Consent, those matters must be addressed in a separate management plan and
provided to the Minister for his approval. In that case, the person taking the action
must not commence the action until the plan has been approved in writing by the
Minister. The plan, once approved, must be implemented.

The requirements of EPBC 2011/6176 Condition 4 (a to d) have been satisfied by
the WMP (refer to details in Condition 4 above), hence Condition 6 is not
applicable and a separate management plan is not required to be prepared.
